Many stopped
by to have a free doctor’s checkup, visit a dentist or sign up for health insurance.
Mexican and Salvadoran consulates set up stations to help people.

Meeting the needs of this growing portion of Anne Arundel County's population
has become an increasing topic of discussion. Over 8300 Hispanics moved to the
county from 2010 to 2015 according to statistics from the U.S. Census Bureau. As
the day wears on, the parking lot continues to fill. People line up to receive fresh
produce and canned goods outside the church while the lines inside receive medial
care.
