I started Blue Church, a private group on Facebook in June 2020. As of today the group has grown to 
over 275 members in eight months. Hallelujah! Praise The Lord! Blue Church Is Church! Church for 
Cops By Cops! The membership in Blue Church consists of active and retired law enforcement, their 
family members, and all that support law enforcement.  

The Blue Church Ministry is all about Jesus! The gospel is shared through video sermons, articles, 
prayer requests, and Christian posts. Our first get together was a bonfire last October. We currently 
have a Blue Church trade coin being manufactured, and are planning on writing a devotional book for 
law enforcement in the near future. Additional get togethers, and church services are also on our 
hearts for the future.   

God is so Amazing! I prayed for over a year for more! It didn't happen the way I thought, but God 
heard my prayer and opened an amazing door!  
Never give up! God answers prayer! Please pray for the Blue Church Ministry! Police ministry is an 
outreach ministry for all our churches.

Loch Lynn Church of God

     The Loch Lynn Church of God was birthed on Easter 
Sunday, 1958, at the Pleasant Valley Grange Hall, just south of 
Oakland, MD, under the leadership of Rev. James L. Addair. 
The church was officially organized as the Loch Lynn Church of 
God on July 5, 1958.

     Later that same year the church bought two town lots in 
Loch Lynn and built a small block building.  Rev. Robert 
Fletcher came to pastor the church in 1967 and remained the pastor 32 years during 
which time several projects were completed which included a larger sanctuary, a 
fellowship hall, numerous Sunday School rooms, offices and a library.      

     Under the leadership of Pastors Ivan and Cindy a ground breaking ceremony was 
held for the new church on May 1, 2005. The new facility was completed in early 2007, 
with the first service being held on February 18, 2007, and the dedication service April 
22, 2007.  

     On Good Friday, April 2, 2021 Pastor Ivan Ackerman made the final payment on the 
mortgage paying it off ten years early.  The congregation celebrated a “Paid in Full” 
service on Sunday, April 25 with the burning of the mortgage.
